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For this research project on key challenges for education in Europe
we have elaborately reviewed analyses and findings of international
education experts and institutions, and we have connected it with
our previously conducted research, e.g. on the “Future of Work”.

In the process we have interviewed political decision makers and
economic leaders to capture their thoughts. We'd like to express our
gratitude for their time and expertise.
